How to compile crimap under Windows environment

1. Compile with MS Visual C++:

First, create a new project using “Files\New” from the menu. In the dialog box, choose "Win32 Console Application" as the type and “crimap” as the name for this new empty project. 
In the next step, switch the interface from “ClassView” to “FileView”. In “Fileview”, add all “.c” files into the “Source Files” folder and “.h” files into the “Header Files” folder.

Then, compile the program using “Build” from the menu.
2. Compile under Cygwin:

Cygwin is a Linux-like environment for Windows. It’s freely downloadable at http://www.cygwin.com/ . You can use the “gcc” in Cygwin to compile Crimap:
gcc  -O -o crimap *.c –lm

3 Compile with Mingw:

Mingw also contains “gcc” for compilation. It’s free downloadable at http://www.mingw.org/
gcc  -O -o crimap *.c –lm

4 You can always try other kinds of  C/C++ Compilers. Numerous free C and C++ compilers are available on-line (try Google: “free c compilers”). So if one compiler does not work well on your machine, try others instead.
